At 7:00 PM CT, with your radio set to the 145.37 repeater,
press transmit and slowly read in a normal voice the following
properly filled in script. Asthe net progresses, fill in the log sheet
items as necessary. |If the frequency isin use please ask for
permission to announce the frequency you wish the net to be
moved to.

5.) Remember, talk dowly, be courteous, and be friendly. We
want everyoneto learn, have fun and come back to the net in the
future.
